All documents shall include the name of the project, Acadia Plantation, Square and lot number, building type, owner(s)’ name(s), and the date.  

Please submit these required documents one week prior to Design Review meeting.
Step 1. Review Documents. In order to proceed, you should have reviewed the following documents: 

a. The Lot Purchase Agreement. 

b. The Design Guidelines which consists of the Urban Regulation Instructions and the Architectural Regulations. 

c. The Declaration of Covenants. 

d. The Design Review Procedure (this document). 

e. The list of recommended architects, landscape architects, and approved builders. 

Step 2. Sketch Review. This review confirms a correct interpretation of The Design Guidelines.
